The Sacrament of Reconciliation and Penance 
 

“The whole power of the sacrament of Penance consists in restoring us to 
God’s grace and joining us with him in an intimate friendship.”                                
(Catechism of the Catholic Church, 1468) 
 

If you do one thing for Lent this year, Go To Confession!  I know what you are 
saying, “Father, why do I need confession?”  This quote from the Catechism 
gives us two great reasons for receiving this sacrament.  One, to be restored in 
God’s grace.  If I asked you, “would you like to have God’s life in you 
always?”, you would not say no.  The way to achieve this is through this 
sacrament.  Sin deprives us of God’s life (grace) and the sacrament of Penance 
restores that life.  Two, it binds you to God as a friend.  If I asked you, “would 
you like to be friends with God?”, you would not say no.  This sacrament 
restores our life and our relationship with God.  He welcomes us into his life 
and makes us holy people.  If you have not been to confession in over a year or 
if you have never been to confession, stop what you are doing and return to the 
Lord.  Return to his life and to his friendship.
