Confession Factoids for Lent:  
 

Question:  Come on, confession to a priest isn't biblical...is it?                  
                   Where exactly in the Bible is confession? 
Some basic biblical texts are Matthew 15:15-20 and John 20: 21-23. 
These indicate that Jesus gave the apostles the authority to forgive sins. 
Jesus didn't say everyone should go directly to God. In other words, he 
didn't give all Christians the authority to declare their own absolution, but 
rather gave it to the apostles, men who had the authority to forgive. As 
Catholics, we believe that the apostles appointed successors who 
passed on this authority to the present day. Matthew 9:8 also speaks of 
the authority to forgive sins being given to "men" too, not just God or 
Jesus. James 5:13-18 is a witness to the practice of public confession 
(confess your sins to "one another" not "confess your sins directly to 
God").  Today more than ever we have to be people of conversion and 
mercy.  How can we be this kind of person if we have not yet received 
the mercy of God in the sacrament of Confession?  You cannot give 
what you do not have.  Go To Confession and experience the love and 
mercy of God.

Datos sobre la Confesi ón para Cuaresma:  
 
Pregunta:  ¿Es bíblica una confesión a un sacerdote?                  
                   ¿Dónde exactamente está la confesión en la Biblia?  
 

Algunos textos bíblicos básicos son Mateo 15:15-20 y Juan 20:21-
23.  Estos indican que Jesús les dio a los apóstoles la autoridad 
para perdonar pecados. Jesús no dijo que todos fuéramos 
directamente a Dios.  Es decir, él no les dio a todos los cristianos 
la autoridad de declarar su propia absolución, sino se la dio a los 
apóstoles, hombres que tenían la autoridad de perdonar.  Como 
católicos, creemos que los apóstoles nombraron a sucesores que 
pasaron esa autoridad a la actualidad.  Mateo 9:8 también habla 
de que la autoridad de perdonar pecados se dio a "los hombres" 
también, no solo a Dios o a Jesús.  Santiago 5:13-18 es un testigo 
a la práctica de la confesión pública (confiesen sus pecados "el 
uno al otro" no "confiesen sus pecados directamente a Dios").  
Hoy más que nunca tenemos que ser gente de conversión y 
piedad.  ¿Cómo podemos ser este tipo de persona si aún no 
hemos recibido la misericordia de Dios en el sacramento de 
Confesión?   No se puede dar lo que no se tiene.  Vayan a 
confesarse y experimenten el amor y misericordia de Dios.
