The Prodigal Son 
 

The story of the prodigal son, one of the longest in the gospel, is also one of the 
most important.  It’s not just about a boy who goes astray, of course, it’s about 
the whole human race gone wrong. “Give me what’s mine,” the son says boldly 
to his father, and he takes off for a faraway country, a permissive paradise that 
promises power and pleasure; in fact, it promises him everything.  But they’re 
empty promises, and soon the boy has nothing and ends up in a pigsty feeding 
pigs, who eat better than he does.  Then, he takes his first step back.  He 
“comes to himself,” our story says; he realizes what he has done. “I have 
sinned.”  How straightforward his reaction!  Not blaming anybody else for the 
mess he is in: not his father, or the prostitutes he spent so much of his money 
on, or society that took him in.  No, it’s his own fault. He doesn’t wallow in his 
sin and what it’s brought him, either.  He looks to the place where he belongs, 
to his father’s house. It won’t be an easy road, but he takes it and starts back 
home.

March 10, 2010 

 

After a meal of reubin sandwiches, Pres. Joanne Heggen opened the 
meeting with a prayer.  Sec. Angie Morris read the minutes from the 
last two meetings.  The Jan. 2010 minutes needed an addition that in 
Dec. 09 the seminarian was sent $300 for tuition as well as the $25 
Christmas gift.   
 

In Treasurer Christy Ray’s absence, Barbara Wann read her report.  
Total current balance is $7790.27, with the Mardi Gras inclusion of 
$5029.09.  As reported in January, $1751.30 is in savings.  Barbara 
requested moving the entire Mardi Gras  income to the Building 
Fund.  After discussion, Mary Ann Holman seconded the motion, 
and the motion carried.   
 

Barbara reported on R.E. that there will be no class on Mar. 14.  We 
Believe religious education series will receive updates from the 
company, and monthly supplements will continue to be provided to 
parents of the students. The parish will fund the parents’ material.  
Barbara has information on the Youth Camp; she’ll get handouts to 
the students.

Sodality will 
sponsor a $200 student educational scholarship this year.  Easter egg 
hunt and pot luck brunch will be after Easter mass.  Plastic eggs need 
to be stuffed with candies which parents will supply.  Barbara 
requested someone volunteer to chair St. Pat’s photo directory 
project.  Mary Ann suggested doing a parish spiritual bouquet for 
Archbishop Beltran’s 50th anniversary, May 5.
