Feast of Divine Mercy 

During the course of Jesus' revelations to Saint Faustina on the Divine Mercy, He asked 
on numerous occasions that a feast day be dedicated to the Divine Mercy and that this 
feast be celebrated on the Sunday after Easter. The liturgical texts of that day, the 2nd 
Sunday of Easter, concern the institution of the Sacrament of Penance, the Tribunal of 
the Divine Mercy, and are thus already suited to the request of Our Lord. This Feast, 
which had already been granted to the nation of Poland and been celebrated within 
Vatican City, was granted to the Universal Church by Pope John Paul II on the occasion 
of the canonization of St. Faustina on 30 April 2000.  In a decree dated 23 May 2000, 
the Congregation for Divine Worship and the Discipline of the Sacraments stated that 
"throughout the world the Second Sunday of Easter will receive the name Divine Mercy 
Sunday, a perennial invitation to the Christian world to face, with confidence in divine 
benevolence, the difficulties and trials that mankind will experience in the years to 
come." These papal acts represent the highest endorsement that the Church can give to a 
private revelation, an act of  papal infallibility proclaiming the certain sanctity of the 
mystic, and the granting of a universal feast, as requested by Our Lord to St. Faustina.

Durante el curso de las revelaciones de Jesús a Santa Faustina sobre la Misericordia 
Divina, Él le pidió en numerosas ocasiones que un día festivo sea dedicado a la 
Misericordia Divina y que esta fiesta sea celebrada el domingo después de Pascua.  Los 
textos litúrgicos de ese día, el Segundo Domingo de Pascua, incumbe a la institución del 
Sacramento de Penitencia, al Tribunal de la Misericordia Divina, y por lo tanto ya 
satisfacen la petición de Nuestro Señor.  Esta Fiesta, cual ya había sido concedida a la 
nación de Polonia y se había celebrado en la Ciudad del Vaticano, fue concedida a la 
Iglesia Universal por el Papa Juan Pablo II en la ocasión de la canonización de Santa 
Faustina el 30 de abril 2000.  En un decreto del 23 de mayo 2000, la Congregación de la 
Adoración Divina y la Disciplina de los Sacramentos  dijeron que "a través del mundo el 
Segundo Domingo de Pascua recibirá el nombre de La Misericordia Divina, una 
invitación perene para que el mundo Cristiano se enfrente, con confianza en la 
benevolencia divina, a las dificultades y tribulaciones que experimentará la humanidad en 
los años que vienen."  Estos hechos papales representan la aprobación más alta que la 
Iglesia puede dar a una revelación privada, un acto infalible proclamando la cierta 
santidad de lo místico, y el conceder de una fiesta universal, como fue pedido por 
Nuestro Señor a Santa Faustina. 
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Los Caballeros de Colón están invitando a todos los 
feligreses a acompañarlos a orar por el Papa 

Benedicto XVI y su misión pastoral al dirigir la Iglesia, 
que el Santo Padre sea fortalecido y elevado
