This Feast of the Ascension commemorates the elevation of Christ into Heaven 
by His own power in the presence of His disciples on the fortieth day after His 
glorious Resurrection. This Ascension of Jesus completed His earthly work of 
our redemption. Through His numerous apparitions to hundreds of people 
between the Day of His glorious Resurrection and the Day of His Ascension, 
Jesus proved two things. First of all, He proved that He was the promised 
Messiah. Secondly, He proved that through He who overcame death, those who 
persevere in their living faith shall also overcome death and inherit the 
Kingdom of God.  St. Augustine believes that the observance of the Feast of the 
Ascension of Jesus is of apostolic origin and after the 5th century, St. 
Augustine insisted on its universal observance.  The scripture readings of today 
particularly first and the third tell us about the Ascension.  Jesus their beloved 
master was taken up from among their midst and the angels tell them to go and 
search for him among the living and not among the dead.  They are now called 
upon to think in a new way, to visualize Jesus as a universal person.
